Catherine Van Gundy, born in Emmet, Nebraska,
came to live in
Boulder when she
was four years old.
In May of 1941, she
married Eldon Blaine

left Boulder for a
career in the Army.

Twenty-six  years
later, they returned
for their retirement
years.

They joined Commu-

nity UCC and sang in the choir. Eldon died in
1983.  Catherine continued to attend CUCC.
Every Sunday, she took care of the plants in our
sanctuary and cleaned the kitchen after fellowship.
Catherine was cheerful and friendly, not letting a
severe hearing loss get in the way of socializing
and following along with the service.

With no children, the church congregation became
her family after Eldon's death. As her needs
increased, people visited, took her  shopping and
to appointments and assisted with medical and
financial needs. Catherine was such a warm,
gracious person that more and more individuals
were drawn into a caring ministry for her. It was a
relationship of mutual love.

A portion of the generous gift that Catherine left
Community UCC at her death is being used to
re-institute the caring ministry project in her
honor.  We join our hands and hearts with
Catherine's, knowing memories of her will
continue to bless us.
